Dunedin is a unique community with a wide variety of cultural, recreation, family and musical events offered to the public throughout the year. The quaint and highly touted downtown area surrounding Dunedin’s Main Street has been written about in magazines such as Coastal Living and Southern Living. CNN Money Magazine recently named Dunedin the best place to retire and Dr. Beach has awarded Dunedin’s Caladesi Island the number one beach in the United States. The town has been the subject of numerous newspaper articles and was recently spotlighted on Fox news channel 13. Dunedin also proudly hosts a Diversity Week every January which includes multi-cultural and LGBT inclusive events and North Pinellas Pride in June. 
Festival Logistics

Our festivals are held in the streets of Downtown Dunedin from Broadway ( Alt 19)on the west end of Main Street and up Main as far as Louden Avenue to the East.  A $1 donation is collected  for which each participant of legal age is given a wristband.  The wristband allows for the purchase and consumption of alcohol within the parameters of the festival.  There are no coolers, glass, pets allowed.  Anyone displaying public intoxication will be refused service and possibly removed.  Food ,  beer and wine will be available for purchase.  There will be artisans displaying their wares throughout the festival..

Festival Promotion
Our events are promoted through an event website, the DDMA website and linked to the City of Dunedin Site.  We have exposure in all area newspapers and paid television/ Radio coverage as well as editorial news coverage. There are printed materials such as posters , palm cards and retail merchandise.
